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How to get there by car

Chessington is located 12 miles from London on the A243, just two miles from the A3 and the M25

(Junctions 9 or 10).

If you're driving round the M25 from the south, exit at Junction 9; from the north, exit at Junction 10

and follow the signs.

If you're driving from London, take the A3 to Hook, then the A243, sign-posted Chessington.

If you're setting your Sat-Nav, the postcode, once again, is KT9 2NE.

Car parking

There is loads of car parking and, even better, it's free!

Coach parking
Chessington World of Adventures has around 80 dedicated coach parking spaces next to the Lodge

Gate entrance and they are available free of charge.

Travelling by train

Let the train take the strain. South West Train services run direct from London Waterloo, Clapham
Junction or Wimbledon to Chessington South station. The park is around 10 minutes’ walk from the

station.
Travelling by bus

There are regular bus services to Chessington. If you're coming from Kingston, take the 465 and if

you’re coming from Epsom, you need the 467.

Arriving at Chessington World of Adventures
With your pre-purchased group tickets, you can avoid the queues and go straight through the gates
and into the Park, so your adventure can begin. Please note that group tickets are not available on

the day, so if you haven'’t pre-purchased your tickets you won't get a group discount.
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Left luggage facilities
For obvious reasons, bags and loose articles are not allowed on lots of the rides, so stow them away
in the secure lockers. These can be found in Market Square, Dragon’s Fury (in Land of the

Dragons) and Vampire (in Transylvania).

Cash machines

If you need some ‘readies’, you'll find cash machines in lots of location across the Theme Park.

Baby talk

If you haven’t brought your own, you can hire baby buggies at both the Lodge Gate and Explorer
Gate admissions areas. It costs £6.50 for a single pushchair, £8.50 for a double. Need to change a

nappy? There are baby changing facilities conveniently located around the Theme Park.

First Aid Centre
Let's hope you won't need it, but if you do the First Aid Centre is located in Forbidden Kingdom,

behind Rameses Revenge.

Disabled access
